SUPREME COURT OF NEW JERSEY

Pursuant to Regulation 201:8 (“Alternative Verifiable Learning Formats”),
the Board on Continuing Legal Education requires that attorneys complete twelve
credit hours in the form of live classroom instruction for each two-year compliance
period for continuing legal education. In response to the growing public health
crisis worldwide and in New Jersey, the New Jersey Department of Health and the
Centers for Disease Control and Prevention have recommended social distancing
to try to minimize exposure to and transmission of the COVID-19 coronavirus.

It is therefore, for good cause shown, ORDERED that effective immediately
and until further order of the Court, the live classroom instruction requirement is
relaxed. Until further notice, all twenty-four credit hours for the compliance
period may be fulfilled through approved courses offered in alternative verifiable

learning formats.
