NOTICE OF EXTENSION OF THE EFFECTIVE DATE OF DEFENDANT NATIONAL 

LABOR RELATIONS BOARD’S REPRESENTATION-CASE PROCEDURES RULE 
 

Pursuant to the Court’s March 18, 2020 instruction in the above-captioned matter, 

Defendant National Labor Relations Board (“NLRB” or “the Board”) hereby submits its Notice 

updating the Court on the effective date of the procedural election rule that issued on December 

18, 2019 and that is at the heart of this matter. See Representation-Case Procedures, 84 Fed. Reg. 

69,524 (Dec. 18, 2019) (“the Rule”).  

1. On March 19, 2020, pursuant to the Court’s request, the Board agreed to suspend the 

effective date of the Rule for 45 days, or through May 31, 2020. 

2. For the court’s information, on the same day, the Board cancelled union elections 

through April 3, 2020.1
